Canada’s Trade Partners:  Research Report on Canada’s Trade Partners

You can access recent facts and statistics about your country by visiting the CIA World Fact Book (https://www.cia.gov/library/publications/the-world-factbook/) on the Central Intelligence Agency’s website and selecting your country by name. You may also have to use the Country’s home page (Google: country+business) to find business cultural information. Include the following sub-headings and information in your research report:
